Location: Chase Bank, 1118 W. Ramsey St., City of Banning 
 
Incident: Armed Bank Robbery 
 
 
On April 23, 2009, at approximately 1:55 PM, officers from the Banning Police 
Department responded to a report of an armed robbery that occurred at the Chase 
Bank, located at 1118 W. Ramsey Street in the City of Banning.  A male suspect 
entered the business armed with a handgun and demanded money from the tellers. 
The suspect then fled the location with an undetermined amount of cash. A bank 
security guard pointed out the suspect to a responding Banning police officer, who 
attempted to stop the vehicle. 
 
The suspect, later identified as 46 year old Fran Liggins, of Yucaipa, fled in his 
vehicle. The pursuit continued through the communities of Banning, Beaumont, 
Calimesa and Yucaipa. Officers from the Beaumont Police Department, California 
Highway Patrol, air and ground units from the Riverside County Sheriff’s 
Department, and San Bernardino County Sheriff’s Department assisted in the 
pursuit and apprehension efforts.  
 
Higgins was eventually apprehended after a brief foot pursuit by San Bernardino 
County Sheriff’s Deputies from the Yuciapa Station near his residence at 34764 
Ave E in Yucaipa. No injuries occurred during the robbery or the subsequent 
vehicle and foot pursuit. Higgins will be booked into the Larry D. Smith 
Correctional Facility in Banning on at least one charge of armed robbery.  
 
Liggins is also a suspect in additional armed bank robberies in the area. A joint 
investigation involving the Riverside County Sheriff’s Department- Cabazon and 
San Jacinto Stations, and the Banning Police Department, remains on going to 
determine if Liggins is responsible for these additional bank robberies. The below 
photos and timeline depict the additional robberies currently under investigation.
