On Tuesday, July 28, 2009, at 5:54 A.M. the Banning Police Department received a call of 

vehicle vandalism in the 300 block of West King Street.  Once the first responding Officer 

arrived on scene, they quickly learned that this was not an isolated event.  Additional Officers 

responded to the area and within an hour there were eleven identified victims, many of whom 

had more than one vehicle vandalized.   

 

The vandalism in each of these cases was similar.  Each vehicle was spray painted with red paint.  

Some vehicles were simply spray painted and others had the words “Blood” and “Piru” painted 

on them.   

 

By 3:30 P.M., calls were still being received and the total number of victims rose to 

approximately 15.  Geographically, these crimes stretched from the 300 block of King Street to 

the 200 block of North 2
nd

 Street, which is approximately four city blocks.   

 

Two Patrol Officers and one Detective were assigned to this case throughout the day and 

suspects were identified.  This case is still under investigation and anyone with any information 

about these crimes is encouraged to call the Banning Police Department, 951-922-3170.
