Incident: Structure Fire  

 

 

 

On Tuesday, August 4, 2009, at 6:00 p.m., Banning Police officers and Cal Fire 

personnel responded to the, Oasis Trailer Park, in the city of Banning, for a report 

of a brush fire in a field west of the location.   

 

As officers arrived, the fire jumped a block wall and quickly engulfed two mobile 

home trailers and a storage shed.  Approximately fifty residents were evacuated 

from the trailer park including the occupants of the two trailers that were 

destroyed. 

 

Cal Fire personnel quickly contained the fire preventing further loss of property.  

There were no injuries sustained from the fire or evacuation procedure. 

 

The Red Cross arrived and provided assistance and shelter to approximately fifteen 

residents that were displaced as a result of the fire. 

 

The cause of the fire is still under investigation by Cal Fire investigators.
