SEX OFFENDER ARRESTED IN BANNING 
 

RIVERSIDE, CALIFORNIA, September 5, 2008:  The Riverside County S.A.F.E. Task 
Force – Central Region in conjunction with Banning P.D. received an anonymous tip that 
a convicted sex offender was living in the City of Banning in violation of California’s 
Sex Registration Laws. 
 
The investigation revealed that David Jimenez, 36, of Mexico, was convicted in 1999 of 
Rape by Force and sentenced to three years in California State Prison.  After serving his 
sentence, Jimenez was deported.  At an unknown time later, Jimenez assumed the identity 
of Gonzalo Garcia and returned to the United States, setting up residence in the 500 block 
of Ramsey St., Banning, California.  Jimenez was arrested without incident and booked 
into Smith Correctional Facility for Sex Offender Registration violations.  I.C.E. was 
contacted and placed a no bail immigration hold on Jimenez.
