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On Wednesday, October 1, 2008, officers from the Banning Police 
Department’s Emergency Tactical Unit and agents from the Allied Riverside 
Cities Narcotics Task Force (ARCNET) raided two suspected rock cocaine 
drug houses located at 1345 E. Nicolet Street and 275 N. Allen Street in the 
City of Banning.   
 
Officers serving the warrant at 1345 E Nicolet Street address, observed one of 
the occupants later identified as 24 year old Andre Hunt in the back yard of 
the house, throwing a plastic baggie over the fence into the neighbors’ yard.  
The plastic baggie was recovered and it contained $400 worth of rock cocaine.   
 
Hunt was arrested for possession of cocaine for the purpose for sales and 
violation of probation for a prior drug sales conviction.  He was booked into 
Smith Correctional Facility. 
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At the Allen Street residence, officers found drug paraphernalia and a 
suspected white powder.  The powder was sent to the Department of Justice 
Crime Lab for further analysis.  No one was arrested at this location, but the 
investigation is still continuing.   
 
Both of these investigations were the result of numerous complaints from 
Banning citizens.
